Moses made the snake in 1446 before Christ (BC/BCE)
Hezekiah destroyed the snake in 715 before Christ (BC/BCE)
Christ spoke about the snake 30 years after he was born (AD/CE)

‘Hezekiah also broke into pieces, the bronze serpent that Moses had made because in those
days the sons of Israel burned incense to it and worshipped it; and it was called Nehushtan.
